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CONFERENCE PAPER

To have a paper included in the Conference Proceedings, the author must prepare a camera-ready copy of the paper, as well as an electronic copy in Microsoft Word or PDF  (portable document format) and submit both at the time of registering for the conference.  Please remember no paper, no presentation.

The following are some instructions for preparing the camera-ready copy.  Each submission should resemble these instruction sheets in format and style when completed.  

1. GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

The paper must be written in single-column format.  Please try to limit paper to approximately 10 pages.

2. PAGE LAYOUT

Paper format:

Margins:
Right, left, top, bottom all should have1inch margins

Do not number the pages.

Use footnotes
 or end notes.

3. TITLE and AUTHOR AFFILIATION

The paper title, author(s) name(s), and affiliation should be centered at the top of the first page using the fonts and type sizes indicated above.

4. FIGURES AND TABLES

Responsibility for the provision of high quality figures and illustrations resides with the author.  Figures generally require a minimum of 300 dpi resolution.

Figure captions should be below the figures; table captions should be above the tables.  Use the abbreviation "Fig. 1," even at the beginning of a sentence.

5. ABBREVIATION AND ACRONYMS

Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the text, even after they have been defined in the abstract.

6. PAGE NUMBERING

Please do not number the pages on the electronic version.  If you wish to number the camera-ready copy you can do so lightly in pencil on the back of each page.

7. REFERENCES

Number citations consecutively in square brackets [1].  Refer simply to the reference number, as in [3].  Do not use "Ref. [3]" or "reference 3" except at the beginning of a sentence: "Reference [3] was the first…".  The title of the book or of the journal shall be italicized.

8. SUBMITTING THE PAPER

Bring your completed, camera-ready paper and electronic copy to the Conference and submit at time of registration.

� Use whichever seems appropriate.
